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The World Nomad Games are international sports competitions
in ethnic sports. The competition is based on folk games of historically
nomadic peoples. World Nomad Games are aimed at the development
of ethno-sports and ethno-cultural movements as a heritage of
human civilization. On December 16, 2021, the World Nomad Games
were included in the UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage List.

The mission of the World Nomad Games covers the revival,
development, and preservation of the ethnoculture, diversity, and
originality of the people of the world to foster a more tolerant
and open relationship between people.

The international sporting event, conceived and first
organized in the Kyrgyz Republic, has gained global status,
covering more and more countries and attracting the attention
of a wide audience not only in Eurasia, becoming a platform
for demonstrating the cultural heritage, sportsmanship and
traditional sports of nomadic peoples, contributing to the
strengthening of cultural ties and mutual understanding between
the people of different countries. This is close to Kazakhstan as a
multinational country where 124 ethnic groups live in peace and

harmony.

The first World Nomad Games were held in Kyrgyzstan. The
city of Cholpon-Ata has hosted the international competitions
three times: in 2014, 2016, and 2018. The 4" World Nomad
Games were held in 2022 in Iznik, Turkey. 3 000 athletes from
82 countries, 13 sports.

The 5" World Nomad Games are warmly welcomed by the
capital of the Republic of Kazakhstan — Astana. More than 2,000
participants from 89 countries will meet in sports arenas, cultural
and scientific venues.

The sports facilities of the capital will host events in 21 sports.
They include horse races, national types of wrestling, traditional
intellectual games, competitions in martial arts, traditional archery,
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national types of hunting with birds, horse racing, folk games,
as well as exhibition performances in ethnic sports.

The organizer of the 5" World Nomad Games is the Government
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The World Ethnosport Confederation,
the Organization of Turkic States, and the Association of National
Sports of the Republic of Kazakhstan acted as co-organizers
of the Games.

The main venue for the implementation of the cultural program
of the Games will be the Ethno-aul “The Universe of Nomads”.
Additional events within the framework of the cultural program will
be held at the sites of the city of Astana - squares, parks, museums,
and exhibition pavilions.

The events of the scientific program of the Games will be
held from September 9 to 11 at the National Museum of the
Republic of Kazakhstan as part of the International Scientific and
Practical Conference “Nomads: History, Knowledge, Lessons”

EQUESTRIAN SPORTS GAMES OF KAZAKHS

A.Toktabay

Abstract. Kazakhstan boasts over 40 types of equestrian
games. Games like horse racing, zhorga (a type of horsemanship
demonstration), kokpar (a game where players try to capture a goat
carcass), and kyz kuu (a game where a young man tries to catch a girl
on horseback), should be held in open spaces. These can be further
enriched by adding 22 types of militarized games: saddling a horse,
audaryspak (a game where two riders try to flip each other off their
horses), tug-of-war, and many more. We can also include 3 types of
ritual games: bone stealing, tabak tartu (a game where a rider attempts
to take a plate from a pole), and 3 types of household games: arkan
tartu (lassoing), bugalyk (bridling, or bringing a horse under control),
and throwing a shalm (a type of felt hat). These games (over 30 in
total) were once showcased in the “Theater of Horses”. The “Theater
of Horses” is a tradition deeply rooted in the Turkic-Kipchak steppes. In
the Middle Ages, Kipchak warriors were known to demonstrate their
equestrian prowess even in the palaces of the Egyptian sultans. There
is an ancient game called “mushe shabu” or “mushe tartu” (gift racing or
receiving a gift). Young men, or zhigits (boy), approach girls or young
women who are out and ask for a gift. The dzhigit mentions the name
of either the bride selected by the girl or the girl’'s own name. The girl
whose name was mentioned then chases after the dzhigit. The term
“mushe” refers to the gift that the dzhigit receives from the girl. In the
game “qyz gashsar” two families related through children compete over
a girl. In the game “qyz qashar,” two families related through children
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compete over a girl. A woman from the girl’s side sits, holding the
girl in her embrace. Another woman hugs her from behind, forming
a chain of women. The groom’s side pulls the girl by the waist, and if
they lack strength, they use a horse to assist in the pulling. “Qamshy
tartu” (whip throwing). A line is drawn on the ground. Participants ride
off for several hundred meters and then race towards the target. The
condition is that, while galloping, the rider must throw the whip so
that it lands on the line. “Salma” is one of the types of competitions in
which groups of three people participate. First, the participants agree
on the terms of the contest—choosing the weapon they will use for
the fight, such as a club, a mace, a whip, etc. The competition takes
place on horseback, and the losers are gradually eliminated until only
one winner remains.

Abstract. The Tazy, the Kazakh sighthound, is one of the oldest
dog breeds officially recognized as a national treasure of the Republic
of Kazakhstan and a real monument of the culture and history of the
Kazakh people. Its preservation is associated with extensive breeding
work based on the collection and analysis of genetic material. The
genetic structure of the Tazy breed has not yet been studied using
modern statistical methods and genetic analysis techniques. In this
study, we used data from STR and SNP sources to study the genome
structure of the Tazy breed. We characterized the Tazy as a unique
breed with a specific population structure. Genetic analysis shows that
the Tazy have high genetic diversity. These results provide the first
scientific basis for genetic data to improve and maintain this breed
in the future and support the proposal for international recognition of
the Tazy. Furthermore, this study expands our understanding of the
history and selection of the Tazy breed.

PERIPHERAL HEMODYNAMICS IN ATHLETES-WRESTLERS IN
CONDITIONS OF A CYCLE OF HYPOXIC TRAINING

Abstract: A cycle of hypoxic training with normoxic breaks for
120 minutes at an O, concentration of 14.2% to 12% with an intense
training load effectively improved the physical performance of wrestlers
by improving the hemodynamic function of the vessels of the middle
link and the microcirculatory bed. Based on the data obtained, it can
be recommended to use normobaric hypoxic exercise with intense
physical activity for 120 minutes in a cycle of 21 workouts as a means
to increase the functionality of the peripheral link of the cardiovascular
system in athletes-wrestlers. Hemodynamics in athletes of various
specializations may be related to the specifics of the sport and the
predominance of certain types of physical activity.

Abstract. The main goal of the abstract is to study the role of
national sports, in particular national martial arts, in the context of
strengthening and developing cultural, socio-economic and military-
strategic potential of the country.

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ANALYSIS OF MUSCLE ACTIVITY DURING
SHOOTING ARCHERY MOTION IN KOREAN
TRADITIONAL ARCHERY

Objective. Although many muscles in the upper and lower extremities
are affected when shooting archery, the detailed mechanism of action
of the muscles is unclear. The purpose of this study was to evaluate
muscular activation during shooting archery motion in Korean traditional
archery.

Keywords: Korean Traditional Archery, shooting motion, muscle
activity, EMG.

Methods. Ten male Korean traditional archers (aged 49.4+8.8
yrs, n=10) were measured surface electromyographys (EMGs,
Delsys wireless EMG). The shooting archery motion was divided
into five event and four phase. A total of 12 channels were used
to attach the surface electrode to 5 spots of draw arms, including
the shoulders and back, 3 spots of bow arms, 2 spots of trunks,
and one spot of leg and hip, respectively. The measured EMG
signal was quantified by root mean square (RMS) treatment,
and standardized (%MVC) based on the maximum volumetric
contraction (MVC) of each muscle measured in advance.

Results. In the changes of muscle activation, most muscles
from both arms and erector spinae were significantly increased at
event of Qfull draw and @release, respectively(p<.05~p<.001),
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while no significant changes at event of MDSet, @Set up, and
(BEnding, respectively (NS). However, there are no significant
changes in muscles of rectus abdominis, rectus femoris (RF)
and gluteus maximus (NS) at any events.

Conclusions. These results suggested that active maximal
contraction had occurred at event of full draw and release
motions during Korean traditional archery shooting motions.
These muscle activities have occurred in the muscles of both
arms and vertebral column, but the muscles of the abdomen
and legs were passively contracting during shooting archery
motion in Korean traditional archery.

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE GENETIC STRUCTURE OF
MUGALJAR AND KUSHUM BREEDS OF HORSES

Abstract. The paper presents the results of the genetic analysis of
two Kazakhstani horse breeds. The microsatellite analysis was used
to study their genetic variation and population structure. The study
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of the subpopulations structure has revealed three regional groups,
indicating pure-bred populations of the Kushum breed from the western
part of Kazakhstan, mixed populations of the Kushum-Mugalzhar
breed from the western and south-western parts of Kazakhstan, and
the Kozhamberdin type of Mugalzhar interbreed population from the
central part of Kazakhstan. The majority of the microsatellite markers
were informative, whereas seven of them had been extremely variable
across different groups.

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THE TURKIC WORLD CULTURAL BRIDGE: TRADITIONAL
MIND, INTELLIGENCE, AND STRATEGY GAMES AT RISK
OF BEING FORGOTTEN

Abstract. Turks’ social life includes an important element that fosters
a sense of unity: traditional intellectual and strategic games they play
together. These games serve not only as a means of entertainment but
also create an environment for developing certain skills. We believe
there are many traditional Turkish games whose values should not
be forgotten or lost.

In our study, we specifically addressed the Ko¢lrme (migration)
game family and the Ashik games, highlighting their prevalence across
the Turkic world, particularly in Kazakhstan.

Semi-structured interviews were conducted with domain experts
on Kécirme and Ashik games. Based on the data gathered from
these interviews, games such as Bestemse and 9 Kumalak from
Kazakhstan, and 18 Tas, Mangala, Yalakkaya, and Kuyu from Turkey
were taught to elementary, middle, and high school students. Prior
to teaching, students’ familiarity with these games was assessed
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through a pre-test. It was found that students were unfamiliar with
Bestemse, 9 Kumalak, Yalakkaya, 18 Tas from the Kégirme game
family, and Mangala from the Kég¢lirme game variety, with only a
few having knowledge of Mangala. Additionally, it was understood
that students had no knowledge of Ashik games and their varieties.

Subsequently, Ko¢lirme games such as Bestemse and 9 Kumalak
from Kazakhstan, and 18 Tas, Mangala, Yalakkaya, and Kuyu from
Turkey were taught, along with Ashik games including Han Asik from
Kazakhstan and Bestas Asik, Cizgili Asik, and At Yarisi from Turkey.
Furthermore, other intellectual and strategic games from the Turkic
world such as Ugctas, 9 tas, pecig, kds, and akdort were taught at
Sinan Alaga¢ Middle School during project presentations, at Anadolu
University Child Education Application and Research Center during
summer courses, at Eskisehir Entrepreneurship Center, Suzan Gurcanli
Middle School summer school, Meserret inel Primary School, and
public education courses.

The Bestemse game board was designed as a plastic board by
Eskisehir Special Organized Industrial Vocational and Technical
Anatolian High School using plastic bottle caps. Additionally, versions
of Bestemse as a game carpet and garden layout were created using
different methods and techniques for teaching purposes.

Through these project and course trainings, awareness has been
raised about these games being intellectual and strategic games of
the Turkic world. Students have become acquainted with the games
we played when we were young and have internalized the values
inherent in their own culture. To establish cultural unity, we recommend
preparing an “Atlas of Turkic World Intellectual and Strategic Games,”
encompassing all nomadic and traditional Turkish games.

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AN INTEGRATED APPROACH TO ASSESSING THE
FUNCTIONAL QUALITIES OF ATHLETES ENGAGED IN THE
NATIONAL SPORT

Abstract. The study of physical performance, as well as functional
readiness of athletes engaged in the national sport is an urgent task
of mass health-improving physical culture. To implement this task,
sports medicine specialists use dynamic medical control in the study of
adaptive reserves and characteristics of the functional state of athletes.
This article presents data on the body functional state assessment
of athletes by researching remote variational heart rate monitoring
and heart rate variability. This study indicates appropriateness of
using heart rate variability study method for personal monitoring of
athletes’ functional state level and their readiness for training activity
and competitions. The vegetative balance and the functional state
indicators of the cardiovascular system in athletes engaged in martial
art. The energy mobilization and metabolic reserves during physical
and psychoemotional loads was diagnosed in 96% of the examined
athletes. Thus, express definitions of the vegetative regulation type
have the greatest variability in the acute test with physical activity.

TATAR HORSE RIDING - “AUDARYSH”

Abstract. “Our ancestors played these games”: Tatars are reviving
the historical sport of Audarysh — wrestling on horseback. Translated
from Tatar — “to knock down”, “to overturn”, and the word fully justifies
the essence of the game. The historical aspect. Gryaznov M.P. in
the collection “The most ancient monuments of the heroic epic of
the Southern Siberia peoples” mentions bronze plaques from the
Ordos depicting the struggle. These are monuments of the eastern
group of the lll-I centuries’ nomads BC. Both plaques depict a scene
of a struggle between two dismounted horsemen. This allows us to
conclude that perhaps horse wrestling appeared earlier than kuresh: the
batyrs first fought on horseback, then fought dismounted. Equestrian
competitions are a structure-forming component of holidays and rituals.
The peculiarities of festive and gaming culture, which have a seasonal
character and are associated with the economic and ritual calendar,
with the structure of family and social relations, created their own set
of gaming communication forms, gaming behavior of young people and
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adults. At one of the largest and most significant holidays, Sabantuy,
during the competitions, the Tatars could demonstrate their prowess
and strength. This kind of martial arts is popular among many Turkic,
as well as some other peoples, among whom it is called differently, but
it means the same thing — dumping: oodarysh — among the Kirghiz,
audaryspak — among the Kazakhs, chopanakhakh — among the Armenians,
etc. As part of the holiday, the Audarysh games were held with the
participation of Tatar horses. These competitions attracted the most
spectators. Audarysh games are included in the Horse Day program
for the first time.

CHEMICAL COMPOSITION AND BIOLOGICAL VALUE OF KAZAKH

KUMIS QUALITY: NUTRITION TOUCHPOINTS BETWEEN
NOMADS AND CONTEMPORARIES

Abstract. Kumis is a favorite drink of nomads, characterized by a
prolonged expiration date compared to mare’s milk. The nutrition value
of kumis is determined by the carbohydrate and fatty acid composition,
which provides unique mechanisms for the fermentation of natural
mare’s milk with the antioxidants induction (CO2 ethanol, NADP, lactic
acid, acetyl-CoA, ATP, catalase, vitamins E and C), providing inhibition
of lipid oxidation and, therefore, maintaining the quality indicators of
the nomadic drink during the storage stages. Today there is growing
interest in food products which have a wide range of health-promoting
effects, and kumis is one of them, as it is made from natural mare’s
milk. However, the remoteness of kumis® consumers from suppliers
increases the risks of changes in the organoleptical properties of the
natural product at the stages of transportation. The range of studies,
carried out by the authors, justifies the possibility of studying the quality
of kumis using a chemiluminescence analysis. Chemiluminescence
analysis makes it possible to differentiate the state of the processes
of free radical oxidation — antioxidants, depending on the length of
kumis storage, can be used as a method of express assessment in
terms of early detection of kumis organoleptical defects.

TRADITIONAL FOOD OF THE NOMADS OF CENTRAL
ASIA (REPUBLIC OF TUVA)

Abstract: The article reveals the traditional features of the food
of the nomads of Central Asia, the Republic of Tyva. The Republic of
Tyva is a version of the common Turkic nomadic food system based
on an economic and cultural type — nomadic cattle breeding. Tuvans
are one of the indigenous peoples of the Sayano-Altai Highlands in
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southern Siberia (Upper Yenisei basin). The former names of the
Tuvans are Uriankhais, Soyots, Soyons, and their self-name is Tyva
Kizhi. They live in the Republic of Tyva, (note: Tyva is the ethnic
name of the people in their native language, Tuva is the Russian
version of the name) which is part of the Russian Federation. Our
ancestors, who inhabited the 14 fertile foothills of the Sayano-Altai
since ancient times, left visible traces on this vast territory. These
are “open books” on the rocks — petroglyphs of scripture, and deer
stones and stone sculptures, and the remains of ancient settlements
and irrigation systems, and large and small mounds -burial sites of
kings, leaders and squads of the Sayano-Altai tribes [3]. A lot has
been written about the traditional food of the Tuvan nomads, where
the traditional cooking technology and a set of dishes exclusively
for camping food will be presented. For a nomad to be effective, he
needed a special food that met a number of sometimes mutually
exclusive requirements. Food should be transportable, have the
possibility of long-term storage, low weight and dimensions with
sufficient calories. Individual elements from the traditional food set
were recorded among the Scythians, it can be assumed that the
technology of cooking camping food existed earlier. Before describing
the cuisine and technological methods of cooking, it is necessary to
focus on the traditional way of eating nomads. It is radically different
from the one that we observe among representatives of sedentary
cultures. Each nation has not only a personal kitchen, but also has
fixed a special rhythm and type of food in traditions and customs. It
differs fundamentally among nomads [2]. The traditions of European
civilization assume the consumption of food up to three or more
times a day — breakfast, lunch and dinner. The whole world uses this
rhythm of daily food intake today. Unlike Europeans, the nomads of
Central Asia consumed food twice a day: early in the morning and
late in the evening, before and after sunset. The nomad’s traditional
breakfast consisted of hot tea, which was accompanied by dishes
from the so-called “camping kit”. In addition to the special daily rhythm
of eating, the nomads also had a special annual nutrition cycle. The
entire kitchen was flexibly adapted to the seasonal rhythm, to be
absolutely precise, to the ambient temperature.

PRODUCT-LINE EXPANSION OF SPECIALIZED GOODS
WITHIN HORSE BREEDING PROCESSING

Abstract. The use of mare’s milk and horse meat in mass nutrition is
conditioned upon their therapeutical and dietary properties. Consequently,
the recipes for ice cream, milk dessert and horse meat paté were created.
The best samples of horse meat processing products were selected
on the grounds of the organoleptic assessment. The physical-chemical
and microbial attributes of new products indicated that the ice cream,
milk dessert and horse meat paté met the regulatory standards for
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food safety in terms of the toxic elements, pesticides and radionuclides
content. The developed products can be recommended to general
population as a source of calcium, phosphorus and iron.

THE ROLE OF FERMENTED DAIRY PRODUCTS BASED ON

Abstract. Since ancient times, fermented milk products have been
considered not only useful, but nutritionally and biologically valuable food
products aimed at replenishing the body with essential vital substances,
including high-grade protein, polyunsaturated fatty acids, vitamins,
macro— and microelements, as well as microbial lipopolysaccharides,
which perform an important function in maintaining immunity. First
of all, the value of fermented milk products, based on mare’s and
camel’s milk, is determined by the high nutrition and biological value
of this particular type of milk, as well as by obtaining new special
properties as a result of fermentation, which provide a beneficial effect
on the intestinal microflora, immune system, liver, heart and lungs.
Fermented milk products, based on mare’s and camel’s milk, are
widely used for treatment of various pulmonary diseases, diseases of
the cardiovascular system, gastroenterological abnormalities as well
as increasing immunity. The newly created fermented milk products
have been evaluated for the purpose of preventing toxic damage to
the body by various classes of extraneous compounds, and in terms
of increasing the adaptive capabilities of the body during physical and
neuro-emotional stress, as well as during space travels.

CENTRAL ASIA CONNECTING PAST AND PRESENT:
NOMADIC GAMES AS IMAGE BUILDING

Abstract. Games and sports related to the nomadic culture reflects
the traditions in the immensity of the Great steppe. Originated during
the Mongolian and the Golden Horde eras, these games are now
cultural projects deserving competition, and, moreover, identity.

In the context of competition between states, recent independent
States in Central Asia try to improve their identity and to promote an
image outside this region.

Externally, a cliche and a reality are related to tourism: Steppes,
horses, youths, games are speaking to European and Western tourists
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who may want to visit those countries; at least the culture becomes
known and better identified. Internally, such games contribute to the
identity building by moving away from Soviet countries heritage, helping
citizens to connect their past with the present.

The methodology relies on interviews with Civil servants in Embassies
in Brussels, elaborating on their willingness to promote the image of
steppes and related Nomadic games sports in the European Union.
It includes monitoring of social media accounts (X, newsletter) with
content analysis. Two research trips to Kazakhstan (2023, 2024)
improve historical and contextual elements.

A proactive discourse, with the construction of an identity emerging
from a colonial past, forms the dominant axis of our observations.
Kazakhstan and Central Asian countries conduct communication to
promote these registers in terms of culture and narrative, beyond
traditional diplomatic relations, enhancing public diplomatic strategy.

Nomadic games may become a resource for diplomacy and
communication at inner and outer levels. They can be proposed to
the Intangible Cultural heritage UNESCO'’s List as a joint roposal
for recognition by the Five countries (after the inscription in 2021
by Kyrgyzstan). Citizens can also adopt theses Nomadic games to
elaborate on their identity.

UNIVERSALS AND SPECIFICS IN THE CULTURE OF THE
TURKIC-MONGOLIAN PEOPLES: RITUAL RIBBONS IN THE
CULTURE OF NOMADS FROM THE “FOREST PEOPLES”

Abstract. The importance of such a ritual object as colored ribbons
remains in the modern culture of the Mongolian-speaking and Turkic-
speaking peoples of Central Asia and Siberia. Among a number of Turkic
peoples, they are called jalama (alt. yalama, djalama, kyira; tuv. chalama;
yakut. salama). According to linguists, the Turkic yalama has a number
of meanings (l. flag, banner; tie; bunchuk; Il. ribbon, brush, fringe on the
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headdress; edge; lll. a sacred rope or a narrow strip of cloth stretched
between two birches at the altar; ribbons on shamanic clothing and sacred
banners; an object of sacrifice, sacrifice); all values are reduced to the
value of “hanging” (ESTYA IV: 99—100). There are similar terms in the
Mongolian languages, for example kalm. zalma G. Ramstedt erects a tel.,
alt. jalama (ESTYA IV: 100). Among the Kalmyks, in whose ritual culture
the sacred meaning of ribbons is preserved, they are called olgts, the
term comes from the word olgh — ‘to hang’ (KRS 1977: 414).

The active interest in national identity in society and the processes
of revival of ethnic rituals led to the popularization of the form of ritual
offerings in the form of colored or white ribbons (long strips of cloth)
in the culture of a number of peoples. Currently, the sacred rite of
offering in the form of tying ribbons or strips of cloth in a number of
regions has received desacralized forms associated with tourism.

The report will analyze the forms of using colored ribbons or strips
of fabric as generic markers in the culture of the Oirats, Altaians,
Tuvans, as well as the Kalmyks of Central Asian origin. The sources
will be field materials and data from scientific literature.

The report will examine the existence of customs and rituals in
which colored ribbons or strips of fabric are used among modern
Kalmyks, Oirats, Tuvans, Altaians. The analysis will involve Tuvan
rites of veneration of images of “fos” of consecrated ydyk animals, in
which ribbons suspended from the mane of the consecrated horse
were important, as well as ribbons tied to the headdresses of relatives
of a sick person who came to the ceremony, who were then tied to a
birch tree on top of the ancestral mountain, where the consecrated
horse was tied. According to L.P. Potapov (1974), color markers in
the form of ribbons, used in the Tuvan culture, served as markers of
ownership of livestock, which is typical for nomadic cattle breeding.
The rituals associated with the origin of hunting ideas about the host
spirits of the taiga and the ways of appeasing them by hunters in order
to ensure successful hunting will also be considered.

The analysis of the rituals allows us to conclude that ribbons,
strips of fabric, diverse in material (they should not be cut, but torn
off manually, and not from the edge of the matter) serve as generic
color markers. Under the influence of Buddhism and Burkhanism,
color symbolism began to be associated with images of certain deities.

NATIONAL OPEN-AIR PARK «BOZOK»: EXPERIENCE IN
REPRESENTING THE STEPPE CIVILIZATION

Abstract. The aim of the article is to highlight the process of
creating a “living” museum that immerses visitors in the authentic
environment of antiquity and the Middle Ages, an era of the formation
and development of the Equestrian culture. The project is based on
the archaeological site of Bozok, an ancient settlement dated to the
7th-16th centuries. This project is focused on the reconstruction and
museification of the site to reflect the chronological development of
the steppe culture in Kazakhstan.

The research methods include topographic and geological-geodetic
analyses, as well as archaeological excavations and interdisciplinary
studies. The architectural design of the park is informed by scientific
concepts on the history of housing, metallurgy, and ceramics developed
by Kazakhstani scholars.

The results of the work include the development of a project sketch
and the concept for the park’s architectural appearance, approval of the
construction plan, and the completion of design and cost estimation work.
The Park will feature reconstructions of ancient dwellings and cultural objects,
ranging from the Eneolithic period to the era of the Kazakh Khanate. The
project envisions the creation of an interactive museum that integrates both
scientific and recreational elements, allowing not only the preservation
but also the popularization of Kazakhstan’s cultural heritage.

The “Bozok” project represents the first significant step in the
historical rehabilitation of the Equestrian culture in a museum format. Its
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implementation will establish an economically efficient cultural institution
that will serve as an ideological platform capable of influencing the
formation of positive civic identity among the younger generation. The
project also contributes to the enhancement of the museological status
of the ethnic component of cultural heritage, ensuring increased interest
in national traditions and the strengthening of historical consciousness.

PALEOURBANISM OF THE NOMADS OF ZHETYSU

Abstract. The article is based on the results of archaeological
studies of Early Iron Age settlements in the Zhetysu region. The aim
of the work is to analyze the socio-economic relations and building
traditions of the ancient population of the region. Research methods
include topographic analysis to determine the relief and economic
activities of the settlement inhabitants, as well as interdisciplinary
studies. Geographic Information Systems (GIS) were employed to
create historical reconstructions of dwellings and to analyze collected
data. The first stationary studies of dwellings from this period in Zhetysu
began in the early 1960s at the Aktas Il settlement. Archaeological
work in the 1990s led to the discovery of hundreds of settlements of
the Saka and Wusun, with excavations and stratigraphic trenches
conducted at fifteen of them. These investigations allowed for the
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determination of the topography of the settlements and the economic
activities of their inhabitants. The housing structures ranged from
ground-level houses to sub-rectangular, round, and oval pit houses.
Interdisciplinary research revealed the cultivation of wheat, barley,
and millet using both rain-fed and artificial irrigation methods. The
population of the region also engaged in domestic and transhumant
animal husbandry, utilizing summer pastures in the mountain plains.
The reconstruction of dwellings and analysis of economic activities
provided insights into the economic specialization and socio-economic
relationships of the population. The application of innovative technologies
in recent decades enabled the creation of historical reconstructions
of dwellings, which serve as an important resource for educational
purposes and the popularization of archaeology. The archaeological
findings and the multilayered nature of the settlements indicate a high
population density in Zhetysu during the Early Iron Age. The diverse
economic specialization, development of crafts, metalworking, mixed
farming economy, and trade relations reveal the living standards of
the population and shed light on the economic specialization, socio-
economic relations, and cultural traditions in ancient times.

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TRADITIONAL MUSIC OF THE BURYATS AS A PHENOMENON
OF THE INTANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE

Abstract. The traditional music of the Buryats represents a unique
genre-intonation system in which two cultural layers interact — the early
folklore ceremonial and the late cultural layer, where the influence of the
Christian world on the culture of the Western Buryats of the Ekhirites,
Bulagats, Khongodors and Buddhist traditions — the eastern Khori
Buryats and the southern Selengin are obvious. The report examines
the genres of traditional music as a phenomenon of the historical and
cultural heritage of the Buryat people in modern realities. The basis
of the genre system of Buryat traditional music is the richest song
culture, differentiated into ceremonial and non-ceremonial. The genres
of the ritual song tradition include native, wedding, funeral, drinking,
kumys folklore songs, shamanic and Buddhist chants, non-ritual —
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historical, lyrical, calendar, comic, ring songs, songs of glorification
and other genres.

The results of the author’s field research have shown that in the
modern culture of the Western Buryats, two song traditions are the
dominant genre and style — the drinking Archiin and the dance Yehor.
The lyrical song tradition is widespread in the eastern Khori-Buryat
and southern Selenga culture.

One of the key problems of modern Buryat folklore studies and
ethnomusicology is the problem of preserving, popularizing and
broadcasting works of traditional Buryat music in the global digital
space. The author’s project “Folklore heritage of the Buryat people:
materials of the phono archive of the CVRK of the IMBTS SB RAS”
is aimed at digitalization and preservation of unique audio samples
of traditional Buryat music stored in the phono archive of the Center
for Oriental Manuscripts and Woodcuts of the Institute for Mongolian,
Buddhist and Tibetan Studies of the Siberian Branch of the Russian
Academy of Sciences (hereinafter — the CVRK of the IMBTS SB RAS).
The relevance of this project lies in the fact that the problem of preserving
the disappearing and already lost intangible cultural heritage of the
Buryats is being solved by creating a single database and representing
audio samples of Buryat traditional music with metadata posted on
the Internet on the portal of the CVRK IMBT SB RAS.

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THE HEDERLEZ / HEDERLEZ HOLIDAY AMONG THE
GAGAUZ AND CRIMEAN TATARS IN THE CONTEXT
OF TRADITIONAL SPORTS COMPETITIONS AND
ETHNOCULTURAL SYMBOLS

Abstract. The holiday of Hederlez is celebrated in Gagauzia and
Crimea as one of the main national holidays, an important component
of which are sports competitions (wrestling and horse racing). It can
rightfully be attributed to traditional sports holidays, which in the modern
period act as a source of growth of national consciousness among
the Gagauz and Crimean Tatars. At the same time, it reflects the
ethnocultural and religious identity inherent in each of the peoples.
In the recent historical past, this holiday, which is an important date
of the bicyclic calendar, was widely celebrated by the Christian and
Muslim peoples of the Balkan Peninsula. On this day, the Orthodox
honored St. George, and the Turks and Tatars — Saints Khizir and
llyas (over time, both images merged and this holiday began to be
celebrated in honor of St. Khizir). Currently, the holiday of Hederlez
performs important functions among the Gagauz and Crimean Tatars
— ethno-marking and ethno-consolidating. Among the Gagauz, the
significance of this holiday as a symbol of ethnic identity was actualized
during the period of struggle for their autonomy (in 1996 this holiday
was revived). Among the Crimean Tatars, who were deported, the first
stage of returning to folk traditions began in the 1960s, when “in places
of exile, the Crimean Tatar people began to gather in cemeteries on
Hederlez Day and pray for the repose of those who died in suffering.”
This holiday, symbolizing the revival of nature, was considered by them
in the context of the struggle for the national revival of the Crimean
Tatar people. Since the beginning of the second decade of the 21st
century, Hederlez in Crimea has been celebrated at the republican level
and was accompanied by traditional sports competitions (wrestling,
horse racing). After the reunification of Crimea with Russia, it acquired
a larger scope and began to be celebrated on the peninsula as a
Crimean Tatar national holiday.

Due to the fact that Hederlez acquired the form of ethnocultural
festivals, it acts as a mechanism for representing national culture and
traditional sports, and is also a powerful factor in mobilizing ethnic
identity. As a result of the inclusion of this holiday by the Gagauz and
Crimean Tatars in the modern festive culture, its form and content
have undergone a certain transformation.

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THE PHENOMENON OF SAL AND SERI AS A SPIRITUAL
PHENOMENON IN THE KAZAKH CULTURE

Purpose: the purpose of this article is an attempt at a cultural and
philosophical understanding of the spiritual phenomenon of Sal and Cepi.
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Methods: cultural and philosophical analysis, thesaurus, deduction,
Socratic method. Cultural and philosophical analysis allows us to
discover new resources for a better understanding of the problem of
sal seri. The thesaurus method helps, precisely through one’s own
culture, to better understand the national values necessary for self-
identification. The Socratic method, as the art of asking questions,
helps the researcher to better and more deeply see the problem being
solved, as well as expand the horizons of the problem under study.

Results: the phenomenon of Sal and Cepi as the most important
component of Kazakh culture, allows us to realize our national identity.
The creative activity of Sal and Cepi was aimed at preserving the
steppe traditions of the “atadan balaga” ancestors. The Kazakh steppe
was the spiritual cradle of musical art. Each Kazakh nomad was both
a shepherd and a warrior, partly an orator, a poet and a singer. Sals,
as representatives of a special type of art, stood out for their external
attributes and stage behavior. Seri are knights of sorrow, as bearers
of the symbol of a fighter against injustice. The importance of this
study: the “Sal and Cep/” Institute is necessary for the Kazakh people
to turn to ethnic memory, to the spiritual sources of our ancestors. The
cultivation of the modern institution “Sal and Cep/” traces the values
of nomadic civilization.

Conclusion: the problem raised by the author has so far been little
studied, and therefore requires more thorough and in-depth research.
Sal and Cepi, as representatives of the epic tradition in the forms of
syncretic activity, personify the principle of universal universality, being
an example of military honor and spirit. The activities of Sal and Cepi
were accompanied by a whole complex of factors and forces of social
development related to the field of spiritual life, as well as military duty
to the people. Representatives of Sal and Cepi created a cultural
and educational space for knowledge and education of the younger
generation. The main, constituent feature of Sal and Cepi is concern for
honor and dignity, the desire for enlightenment and self-development.
The author proposed the idea that this institute “Sal — Cepi” has not
disappeared completely. Today, this phenomenon, unfortunately, has
survived as a cultural phenomenon only at “concert venues” and various
kinds of similar events. The above institution, changing to meet the
challenges of the time, still retained its main mission: the phenomenon
of Sal and Cepi as the most important component of culture allows us
Kazakhs to realize their identity and maintain their national identity.
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The author comes to the conclusion that the Kazakh steppe tradition
“Sal and Cepi” has always played the role of an educational steppe
theater: it served the people as a source of creative energy, positively
influenced the aesthetic worldview of people, cultivating artistic taste.
The mission of the “Sal — Cep/” tradition is education through art and
oral folk art, which has developed over centuries.

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THE ART, TRADITIONS AND SKILLS OF THE KNIGHTS OF THE
KAZAKH STEPPE - SAL-SERE

Abstract. Since the Middle Ages, universal carriers of art and
traditions of different peoples have been known in all corners of the planet,
who were called “troubadours, trouvers” (France), “minnesingers and
meistensingers” (Germany), knights and many others. In the steppes of
Kazakhstan, they are carriers of the sacred principle, skillful performers,
lyric composers, romantics and warriors defending troops in the most
advanced positions — Sal-Sere. Their intangible cultural heritage, left
to their ancestors and preserved orally, demonstrates the highest level
of combat readiness and an unsurpassed level of culture of chivalrous
lifestyle and attitude towards women. The purpose of this report is to
reveal what was the standard of morality and the great power of sal-sere,
as well as the methods of the educational context and their direction,
expressed in the oral, poetic and musical heritage, the issues of ‘Batyr’
life-teaching.

The ideology of ‘batyrism’, due to its antiquity and inclusiveness, was
rather the norm of life, defining the mentality of nomads. By formulated
or non-formulated norms, this ideology has dissolved into stereotypes
of behavior and human relationships. She got used to the artistic fabric
of the works with brilliant maxims, aphorisms, winged words, morals,
the aesthetic value of which is equal to their ideological essence.

E. Tursunov cites a beautiful and succinct proverb that reveals
the original dual essence of the activity of fat: “Sal! Oyyndy korset,
aldynnan kyz tasendy, artynnan zhau tayandy”, that is: “Sal! Show
your art! The girl is sitting in front, the army is coming from behind.”
Only from this proverb it is already possible to identify two areas of
activity and creativity of sal.

The main thing was the following: the total centuries-old orientation
towards the military way of life and lifestyle, which has formed a special
psychology, life feeling, character. It should be noted that not only the
high, moral and ethical ideas of the Institute of batyrism were a kind
of guideline in the activities of the bearers of oral and professional
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creativity. Many attributes and privileges of members of secret unions
passed to sal and sere: pomp and masquerade, strangeness and
unusual behavior, a number of social privileges, spending time in
entertainment, and hence the widespread use of elements of theatricality.

The study of the military beginning of the sal-sere of the late XIX
-early XX century: Birzhan-sal, Akhan-sere, Mukhit-sal, Zharylgapberdy-
sal and many others reveals the wonderful world of batyrs (knights),
whose work is known not only for creative musical achievements, but
also for other aspects of their art: the protective magic of the steppe
army, bravura and condescendingly ostentatious attitude to the concept
of “death” on the battlefield, mastery of martial arts, obligatory worship
of the female image coming from a respectful attitude to the Umai,
mastery of the horsemanship and weapons.

The art of sal-sere deserves to occupy a special place at the
World Nomad Games, as a syncretic and unique example of intangible
and tangible cultural heritage, requiring special attention and support
from all participants and beneficiaries of the WNG. This principle can
contribute to the most effective unification of nomadic peoples who
still have this institution of carriers.

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MALE VALUES IN ANCIENT TURKSOCIETY AND THEIR
REFLECTION IN THE HEROIC TALE OF THE TUVINIANS

Abstract. The report attempts to compare the complex of male
values reflected in ancient Turkic written monuments and in the heroic
tales of the Tuvans. Tuvan male culture certainly originates in the
nomadic cultures of the peoples of Central Asia. Scythians, Huns,
Turks, Uighurs, Kyrgyz, Mongols played an important role in forming
the foundations of the traditional male culture of the Tuvans. First
of all, a nomadic man was a hero-warrior who fights for his state,
tribe, clan and family. Each of his heroic deeds was associated with
his valor, which is described in almost every stone monument of the
Turks, epitaphs.

At present, a large number of special works devoted to various
aspects of the social life of the ancient Turks have been published. The
society of the Turks has been studied from historical, ethnographic,
genealogical, mythological, epic and other points of view.

Traditional male values, which imply strength and power, courage,
valor and bravery, honor and glory as a reward for achievements (“feats”),

are directly mentioned in ancient Turkic monuments. Basically, these
monuments were erected, as is known, on behalf of the deceased, in
which he reported that he had parted with his people, khan, kagan,
state, relatives, numerous cattle, etc.

Male values. One of the most important values for an ancient Turkic
man was the presence of “state thinking”, “state mind”. This was a
time of conquests and the creation of huge state entities: kaganates,
khanates, and later — empires. That is why every man had to have this
quality, to be faithful to El and Kagan.

Naming a young man with a “male” name. “Honor” and “glory”
were rewards for exploits. “Honor” as a complex of moral and ethical
properties, as loyalty to a certain generally accepted and highly valued
ethical code in a given community. Honor was closely associated with
the name of a hero, a strongman. In the ancient Turkic Orkhon-Yenisei
runic monuments, the expression “er adym” — “my male name” is
often found.

A warrior man and his horse. The image of an ancient Turkic man
is inextricably linked with a horse. In the heroic tales of the Tuvans, the
horse was the constant, faithful companion of the hero in his heroic
campaigns undertaken to avenge injustice, to win back property stolen
in his absence, and to recapture stolen cattle and people, or to win a
woman, for whose sake he not only participates in three competitions
— wrestling, archery and horse racing, but also successfully completes
difficult tasks. Conclusion. It can be said with sufficient certainty that
in ancient Turkic times, the military male thinking of the ancestors of
the Tuvans was formed. At the same time, the Tuvan heroic epic was
born, the content of which was the exploits of heroes for the good of
their family and native land. Tuvans, raising boys, instilled in them
moral qualities, relying on the ancient heritage, the visible embodiment
of which remained stone sculptures. Thus, we can conclude that the
image of a man in ancient Turkic monuments and traditional Tuvan
culture is almost identical.

SPIRITUAL VALUES OF NOMADIC CULTURE IN THE BASHKIR
TRADITION: HISTORICAL RETROSPECTIVE AND MODERNITY

Abstract. The Bashkir ethnic group is a Turkic—speaking people with
a unique material and spiritual culture, colorful ethnography, mentality,
beliefs and their own socio-cultural tradition as an original way of
preserving and developing their socio-national life. For centuries, the
Bashkir tradition has protected and preserved its key value priorities:
love of freedom, humanism, hospitality, religious tolerance, collectivism,
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patriotism, friendly and respectful attitude to others regardless of their
faith and nationality, ethicism, aestheticism, environmentalism, etc.
The complex processes of ethnogenesis of the Bashkirs, whose oldest
and most traditional form of management was semi-nomadic cattle
breeding, took place in the Ural-Volga region. Steppe philosophy,
nomadic culture, being in the very center of nature determined the
specifics of the Bashkir spiritual genesis, its humanistic orientation,
and subsequently the influence on the national spirit of the people of
Islam was enormous, many of whose ideas and moral requirements
were consonant with the original life orientations of their emerging
socio-cultural tradition. Historically and modernly, the Bashkir tradition
is a unique axiosphere, in many ways echoing the value orientations
of kindred spirits (life philosophy and worldview of nomadic culture,
mental characteristics, religious beliefs, consonant language, etc.)
of the peoples of the Eurasian space. The game, festive, ceremonial
culture, spiritual meanings, motives, images of folklore of Bashkirs are
largely consonant with the spiritual heritage and value orientations of
other nomadic peoples (Kazakhs, Kirghiz, etc.).

The Bashkir tradition has historically developed in line with
humanistic values and today retains its imperatives in multinational
Bashkortostan and modern Bashkir life. Despite numerous historical
trials and civilizational cataclysms in national history, Bashkirs have
preserved their ethno-cultural meanings and their integrity in the world of
transformations and innovations, protecting, developing and providing a
relay race in the intergenerational transmission of culture, vital spiritual
values, religion, and native language from the past to the present.
Moreover, the importance of these priorities for contemporaries allows
us to further project one of the key concepts of the Bashkir tradition
“friendship of peoples as a value” onto the modern Eurasian space as a
whole and use its peace-building and cultural potential in international
cooperation. The Bashkir tradition was formed at the intersection of
the historical nomadic paths of the Great Steppe, and the Eurasian
Museum of Nomadic Civilizations, the construction of which began in
Bashkortostan, will become a “calling card” of ethnic traditions, the
“steppe philosophy” of the nomadic world, its unified history, unique
historical, cultural and spiritual heritage as a principle uniting peoples

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COSMOLOGICAL CODE IN THE CULTURE OF THE
NORTHERN TURKS-SAKHA: MYTHOLOGY OF THE GAME

Abstract. In the era of global “reprogramming” of traditional cultural
codes and implementation of large-scale ethno-cultural projects in the
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field of preservation and development of historical heritage, ethnosport
as an authentic form of game culture is becoming increasingly important.
The present study is devoted to the mythology of the northern Sakha
Turks’ game space as a sacred action within the framework of Huizinga’s
game concept. We can uncover the origins of the game as a culture
by making reference to J. Huizinga’s game concept, which was first
revealed in the 1938 work “Homo Ludens.” Culture is play, and play
is man’s necessity, his activity. Traditional Yakut games have been
considered fragmentarily in ethnographic literature, and there is still
no special study devoted to the Sakha / Yakut game culture. The
correlation of the game, ritual and holiday, the game beginning with
the language and folklore representations makes it possible to analyze
the mythological semantics of Yakut games, as well as to trace the
mechanism of game activity at the level of the organization of the
symbolic language of culture.

In Yakut tradition, the word “game” — “oonnyuu” — is formed from
the Turkic word “ojna” — “to play”. The meaning of the term “play”
brings us into the sacral world of the traditional culture of the Sakha
people, for example, the Yakut shaman’s designation “oyuun” goes
back to the ancient Turkic “ojun” "game, competition.

The ethnogenesis and cultural genesis of the Sakha people occurred,
as is widely known, on the border between the North and the South. The
“culture of memories” of the southern horsemen on the permafrost is
demonstrated by an appeal to the ethno-cultural heritage of the Yhyakh
holiday and its customary spiritual qualities. The calendar ceremony of
Yhyakh'’s first creation vividly reflects the existential code of nomads.
The mythology enacted during the yearly ritual event represented the
Sakha people’s veneration of the “solar” horse as their progenitor. The
legendary notion of the universe being created from horse parts was
thus actualized by the holiday’s scriptural elements.

The question-and-answer form of riddling the parts of the horse in
the form of dialog, enumeration and recounting in the form of shorthand
in the game “Halbas Hara” (elusive blackness), at the calendar festival
reveals a parallel with the archaic class of riddles of the type ‘brahmodya’,
which is a verbal part of the ritual, built in the form of questions and
answers, on the themes of the structure of the cosmos.

The symbolic struggle between winter and summer (old and new)
was played out at the festival in a ritual duel between two young men,
one of whom was dressed in a white foal skin garment and the other in
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a red or black foal skin garment. The first of them was called the son
of Ayyy and symbolized the spirit of the master of the new year, and
the other was called the son of Abaasy and symbolized the spirit of
the master of the old year. They were made to fight. This was called
a contest for supremacy or a contest for dairy food. The winner had
to be ayyy uola (the sun horse). Thus, the happy future of the Yakut
tribe was modeled.

The cosmological code of competitions at the feast realized the
adaptive mechanism of nomadic culture of northern nomads.

PHENOMENON OF ALCHIKs: MULTIFUNCTIONALITY AND
POLYSEMANTICS, TRADITIONAL AND MODERN ASPECTS OF USE

Abstract. The history of alchik games is associated with the formation
and development of animal husbandry (hunting), and as is known, it is
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one of the oldest and first productive activities of mankind, dating back
more than ten thousand years. Thus, alchiks have preserved entire
eras in themselves, concerning not only one nation, or civilization,
but all civilizations. Therefore, there is every reason to say that alchik
games are one of the first, most ancient folk games, and dice (alchiks)
are the first toys of mankind. Almost all nations played it. According to
the results of the study, before they began to be used as a means of
games, they had other purposes. Today, we have an idea of alchiks
as a polysemantic and polyfunctional means.

In this regard, the main goal of this article was to compare and identify
the functional and semantic features, differences and similarities of the
means we are considering among various peoples of the world, including
nomadic ones. The study of the multifunctionality and polysemantics of
alchiks as a cultural phenomenon, as well as the analysis of traditional
and modern aspects of their use in various cultures set certain tasks
for the study, which consisted, first of all, in identifying its historical
and cultural significance, use in traditional games and rituals and their
modern aspects, the formation, development and transformation of
meanings in modern society.

The methodological basis of the study was: Ethnographic method:
interviews were conducted with bearers of traditions, participants
in games and rituals, as well as observation of their practices; the
following materials were analyzed: previously collected ethnographic
data, archives and documents containing information on the use of
alchiks in various cultures; comparative historical method: the methods
of using alchiks in various aspects of different cultures and time periods
were compared, common and distinctive features were identified,;
semiotic analysis: a study of the symbolic meanings of alchiks, their
polysemantic meaning in rituals, games and magical practices of
various peoples of the world; analysis of text sources: literary works,
folklore, epics and other texts were studied. study of visual materials:
images, illustrations and artifacts. Also, taking into account the process
of intensive integration of the concept of alchiks into modern society,
we tried to study their use in modern art, souvenirs and other forms
of mass culture.

These methods allow us to comprehensively study the phenomenon
of alchiks, their meaning and role in cultural practices, as well as
understand how they are transformed in modern conditions. As a result
of the research, it was possible to conclude that alchiks (astragals) have
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ancient roots that date back to the Neolithic, which fully explains the
polyfunctionality and polysemantics of the sought-after object. Alchiks
were used in everyday life by almost all peoples of the world, which
is confirmed by various historical, archaeological and bibliographic
facts, scientific and ethnographic studies. Research has shown that
“alchiks have been played and are played from the Atlantic to the Ural
Mountains, from America to Mongolia.”

BASHKIR GAMING CULTURE: MYTHOSEMANTICS,
TRADITIONS AND PRACTICES OF RECONSTRUCTIONS

Abstract. Gaming culture is a complex code of traditional values
of peoples with an ancient history of origin, a system of archetypal
symbols and evolutionary transformations.

For many centuries of service and existence, mythological, ethnographic,
historical, linguistic, socio-cultural, as well as psychosomatic, educational
artifacts have been imprinted. The study presents a comprehensive
interpretation of mythological ideas, functional differentiation of games
and applied attributes, highlighting the problems of actualization of
reconstructions of games — ethnosport traditions in modern times.

The purpose of the report: a scientific and analytical reading of
mythosemantics, the original origins and functions of game plots of
objects, attributes, highlighting the continuity of connection with ancient
mythology, rituals; studying as an instrument of the birth and rebirth of
national mentality, the rules of human existence. The rules and norms
of human life are identical to games, because they project the basic
values of justice and harmony. The tasks include the designation of
the role and place of games as forms of physical activity in the life of
Bashkirs and the specifics of broadcasts in the traditions of modernity.

The research methods were comprehensive analytical, retrospective,
descriptive, comparative historical studies.

The results of the study showed that game plots, as well as
objects (bone, wood, stone, rag, leather, etc.), have always been
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associated with archaic myths, represented playing out life situations
and survival since the time of natural disasters (Tufan, protection of
territories, hunting, choosing a leader, etc.). Archetypes of beliefs in
magic, special meanings of actions, objects based on the features
of the content, thematic cores of games. Types of games are not a
sport, they are forms of comprehension of life, collective co-creation
and improvisations in the process of physical activity, therefore they
still persist and exist in a lively development, in a festive culture.
The prioritization of ethnosport as a term for national competitive
traditions is relevant. Game culture is an ancient institution for the
education of spiritual, physical, household, and mental skills of the
young, a form of familiarization with knowledge about the history of
the family, myths, knowledge, the development of etiquette and ritual
behavior. The humanitarian technology of preserving cultural heritage,
the experiences of reviving traditions should be scaled up, because
the real feeling, for example, in the game (as in other cultural codes)
their national identity (Russianness, Bashkirness, Kyrgyzness, etc.) is
a way to preserve the cultural appearance, originality, as well as the
basis of the general civilizational spiritual unity of the world.

Conclusion: Since ancient times, the ideological and functional
plot structure of the game has been directly related to playing games,
improvised repetitions of life realities in order to gain experience and
form skills of ethnomotor activity. Folk game (ethnosport) attributes are
semantic, based on myths and ancestral knowledge, rituals and beliefs.
«Tayak tartish» («Tug of war»), «Tash tashlau» («Throwing a stone»),
«Tash yarysh» («Breaking a stone»), «Arkan tartish» («Tug of wary),
«Tubetei tibeu» («Crucifying a skullcap»), horse racing for getting a
white piece of Kut as well as competitions in the art of imitating wolves
(wabit) (olou) go back to knowledge related to nature worship, the cult
of totems, animals, seniority, batyrs. The mythological, ideological
content of Bashkir gaming culture, ritual-subject, competitive attributes
is still poorly understood, and in modern practice, codes and functions
are often simplified. Traditions need to be explored comprehensively,
in projection from archaic to modern transformations.

TRADITIONAL WOMEN’S WRESTLING COMPETITIONS:
HISTORY, MEMORY AND LIVING HERITAGE

Abstract. Traditional women’s wrestling competitions are prominent
in the cultures of Asian and European peoples. Today, they are present



among more than thirty nations worldwide. Among the Turkic-Mongolian
cultural sphere, women’s wrestling competitions continue to maintain
their significance. They have been documented in ethnographic
contemporary times among the Bashkirs, Kazakhs, Crimean Tatars,
Kyrgyz, Tuvans, Yakuts and Mongols.

This paper attempts to present the phenomenon of women’s wrestling
competitions, its evolution and its enduring connection to ritual practices
within a broad historical context, based on epic heritage, historical
sources and field research. Women'’s wrestling has been reflected in
the works of Kazakh and international researchers. The most notable
among them is the fundamental study named “Bashkir Folk Kuresh”
by the reputed folklorist R. A. Sultangareyeva.

The history of women'’s participation in wrestling dates back to
ancient times, to an era of gender equality that persisted in the Eurasian
steppe belt on the longest-lasting temporality base until the early 19th
century. Wrestling matches between a young man and a woman within
the context of marriage games are represented across the vast Eurasian
space in historical retrospectives. Descriptions of these matches are
found in the epic heritage of equestrian peoples—Germanic and Turkic
epics. One of the vivid historical evidences about them is the story of
the warrior woman from the Golden clan, the great-granddaughter of
Genghis Khan, granddaughter of Khan Ugedei, and daughter of Khan
Haidu — Khutulun-Chaha (Tutulan-aga). The tradition of mixed matches
remains resilient in contemporary ethnography. At public festivities among
the Bashkirs in Perm and Kurgan regions, wrestling matches between
women and men are characterized by ritual convention and spectacle.

Exclusively female wrestling has long held cultic significance.
Women'’s wrestling is a remnant of ancient ritualistic genocentric mysteries
dedicated to the Mother Goddess. For example, in ancient Carthage,
ritual female combats were dedicated to the earth goddess Tanit.

The memory of women’s wrestling, including mounted wrestling
— audaryspak, allows not only the preservation of this phenomenon
but also its relevance as part of the heritage of equestrian peoples.

Among the Kazakhs, women’s wrestling, Katyn kures, was historically
an integral part of calendrical and funerary rituals. During the Soviet
era, Katyn kures was included in the program of the rural festival
named Shopan Toi.

Ethnographic studies and field observations have identified the
canon that a woman participating in wrestling should adhere to. She
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should have a special spiritual strength (arkasy bar, aruagy bar, literally:
one having the protection of an ancestral spirit), be of a certain age,
be married, and be a mother. Unlike ancient traditions of the Kazakhs,
young women are prohibited from participating in matches. In modern
times, Katyn kures continues to be a part of kumis festivals.

Thus, women’s wrestling with rules corresponding to traditional Kazakh
wrestling, Kazaksha kures, that was included in the Representative
List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity in 2016, remains
a living heritage.

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HERITAGE AND RE-ENACTMENT EVENTS: A
CASE STUDY OF THE WORLD NOMAD GAMES IN
KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. Despite the recent development of the events industry
in Kazakhstan, the heritage of the nomadic culture is not yet perceived
as an important asset in the event tourism development agenda. While
there is emerging research on heritage tourism development in the
country (Tiberghien, 2014, 2023; Tiberghien, Mukhamedjanova and
Xie, 2023), limited attention has been paid to the commodification of
nomadic culture and its re-enactment at large-scale heritage sporting
events. In particular, there remains a gap in how the commodification
of nomadic heritage intersects with the social, cultural and symbolic
practices of the event settings and how we account for the role of
authenticity in the production of event experiences showcasing the
nomadic culture. This study aims to offer a first account of how nomadic
culture in Kazakhstan is commodified at the first large-scale heritage
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sporting event showcasing and promoting the revival and preservation
of the historical heritage of nomadic people: the World Nomad Games
(WNG) held in the capital city Astana.

MYTHO-POETIC (PROSAIC) FOUNDATIONS OF THE
MUSICAL CULTURE OF THE KAZAKHS (USING THE
EXAMPLES OF THE KAZAKH KIUYS)

Abstract. The traditional musical culture of the Kazakhs is the
result of the centuries-old historical path of each nation, formed in
the process of its socio-cultural practices. In this regard, the musical
culture of the peoples leading a sedentary and nomadic lifestyle, for
the most part, has common features, however, as is known, it differs
in its specificity, mechanisms of knowledge transfer, compositional
features, ways of perception and, of course, the forms and genres of
the musical works themselves, etc.

It should be noted that for centuries musical art, including in its
instrumental forms, has been concentrated within spiritual and moral
views and beliefs that have reached us to this day in the form of “kiuys”
— the leading genre of traditional instrumental music.
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Based on the original forms of traditional instrumental music of
nomads, musical instruments (chordophones, aerophones, idiophones,
etc.) and exploring their "complex musical-acoustic and musical-auditory
systems” as “ the diverse and specific sound world of music... It is
distinguished by a wide range of sounds: from low, saturated with
overtones, chest with hoarseness, falsetto and to high and tense”
(S. Utegalieva) scientists reveal the features of the structure of the
registration system, also focusing on reflecting the syncretism of staging
a play with a “two-three-part model of the world”.

In this sense, these studies also draw attention to the need for
modern science to address the metalanguage of other cultures, as well
as the functioning of various atypical, including musical forms, “figurative
and intellectual-analytical reflections of carriers and recipients of a
particular culture” (1.V. Matsievsky), which, together with other areas
of humanitarian science, can to contribute to the development of the
processes of cognition, cognitive abilities — perception, consciousness,
thinking, memory, etc.

IMAGES OF NOMADISM: TRAVELLERS’ IMPRESSIONS
OF THE GREAT STEPPE

Abstract. Using images taken from paintings, drawings and
photographs | will present a history of the steppe regions as perceived
by travellers, mostly from Western Europe. Starting with Anthony
Jenkinson'’s remarkable 1562 map of Central Asia, | will also examine the
drawings and paintings created by John Castle in the 1730s, including
his portrait of Khan Abulkhayir. Just as important for researchers are
the 19" century portraits of Kazakh sultans by Thomas Witlam Atkinson.
| will also examined the little-known drawings of Chokan Valikhanov
and his tutor, Colonel Pomerantsev, and those of Pavel Mikaelovich
Kosharov, who accompanied P.P. Semenov Tian-shansky on his first
expedition. | will also examine the lesser-known paintings of the great
Russian painter, Vassily Vereshchagin.

This paper will also examine the photographs of the Turkestan
Albom, and those of other Western travellers including William Bateson,
Henry Lansdell and Nelson Fell, who travelled in the steppe regions
in the late-19™ century.

Mining engineer Nelson Fell took photographs in Central Kazakhstan,
including some of women taking part in wrestling competitions. | will
also look into the many postcards and magic lantern slides produced
commercially in the late 19" century for sale to the early tourists. Some
of these contain images that are unique. The earliest photographs of
sport on the Great Steppe date from this period.

My conclusions from this research are that the images created
by outsiders travelling through the Great Steppe are an important
resource for researchers. In many cases they are the only record of
historical events and a way of life that had largely ceased to exist by
the beginning of the 20™ century.

BOZOK — ANCIENT TURKIC SETTLEMENT
ON THE ISHIM RIVER

Abstract. On the territory of Central Kazakhstan, in the Upper Ishim
region, an archaeological site rare for the early Middle Ages was explored
— the Bozok settlement. Its qualification as an ‘ancient settlement’ is
associated with its appearance as a fortress, surrounded by a fairly powerful
fortification, with the discovery of residential and industrial buildings and
irrigation planning. These facts initially provided the basis for attributing
the monument to the type of settled sites of the medieval period.

The site was investigated by the Ishim Archaeological Expedition
of the L.N. Gumilev ENU over 15 field seasons (1999-2014). The area
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of the monument is 40 hectares, dating to the VII-XV centuries. During
these centuries, the territory of the Bozok settlement was transformed
into acapital headquarters, a sanctuary of the VII-IX centuries; during
the period of the Kipchak Khanate of the X-XII centuries, dwellings and
irrigation facilities were built on its territory; in the XIlI-XV centuries,
necropolis of the Golden Horde era was formed here; in the XV-XVI
centuries, Kazakh graves appeared on the necropolis.

The first, early medieval period of the 7th-Oth centuries is particularly
relevant to the topic under discussion. At that time, the development of
the territory of the Bozok settlement began. On the elevated surface of
the eastern shore of Lake Buzukty, in the left floodplain valley of the
Ishim River, three square-shaped sites were built, each autonomously
enclosed by a moat and a fortress wall. Openings were left in the
line of defenses to allow access to the interior of the site. The overall
layout took the form of a three-petaled rosette with an area of 12,636
sg.m., Chronologically different structures of the Bozok settlement are
placed around this composition.

As a result of large-scale excavations, the powerful architecture
of the defensive structures was studied, the stages of its maintenance
were revealed, and radiocarbon dates indicating the functioning of these
structures for at least two centuries (7"— 9" centuries) were obtained.
The architectural layout uncovered inside the largest (northern) site
indicates that this part of the settlement was used as a sanctuary,
a cult center of ancient Turkic times, intended for mass rituals and
calendar ceremonies. The entire early medieval complex served as
a headquarters, a residence, perhaps of a seasonal nature but with a
permanent staff presence responsible for its preservation.

Thus, in Central Kazakhstan, a special type of archaeological
monument from the ancient Turkic period, combining civil, cult, and sacral
functions while illustrating the peculiarities of urbanization processes
in the Steppe, was discovered and investigated.

THE MOTIF OF NOMADICITY IN THE BASHKIR EPIC,
LEGENDS AND TRADITIONS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the consideration of the motive
of migration to summer camps among the Bashkirs in their epics,
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legends and traditions. The Bashkirs, as is known, like many Turkic
peoples of Eurasia in the past were nomadic, semi-nomadic people.

It is known that the Bashkir tribes, like many other Turkic peoples
of Eurasia, had a largely nomadic or semi-nomadic type of economy.
Summer camps were called — yaylyau. Each tribe, clan had its own
lands, strictly assigned to them. And these lands during the period
of nomadic life in the 10th-15th centuries, extended to the Aral Sea.

so itis sung in the Bashkir folk song, reflecting the complex ethnic history
of the Bashkirs and the stability of their cultural memory, preserving
the events of the past. Due to objective and subjective factors, the
economic practices of the Bashkirs later changed. They switched to
semi-nomadic cattle breeding, and then, after joining the Russian
state, they completely reduced the multi-day distances. They left only
for the summer, wintering in the village. The traditional territory of the
Bashkirs’ nomadism remained the southern slopes of the Ural Mountains,
the Orenburg steppes ... Cattle breeding also played a significant
role in the north-eastern regions, on the Ufa plateau in particular.
The mention of the nomadic way of life, the summer camps of the
Bashkirs can be gleaned from the folklore memory of the people, from
their epic, narrative heritage. In them, the main events unfold during
the summer camp, where people usually migrated for the summer.
The motif of migration to summer camps was reflected in the epic,
narrative creativity of the Bashkir people. Thus, in the legend of the
wise girl Auazbika, her fiancé, having escaped from captivity, reached
his homeland — the foot of the majestic mountain Irendyk, where his
relatives spent the summer. And in the legend “Altynses” there is a plot
of the abduction of the young wife of a Bashkir named Birdegol from
the summer camp by the Kyrgyz, where she returns a year later. In
other words, the actualization of the nomadic and semi-nomadic way
of life in the cultural memory of the Bashkirs has a stable connection
with the motif of migration in the summer. The purpose of the report
is to reveal the theme of the semi-nomadic way of life of the Bashkirs,
reflected in the legends, stories and epics of the people.

The research method was analytical, descriptive, comparative-
historical methods of studying the epic and folklore heritage of the
Bashkirs.
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As a result of the study, it was found that the theme of the Bashkirs’
semi-nomadic way of life in the past was reflected in Bashkir folk art.
In artistic and aesthetic terms, all the main events of the epic, legends
and stories begin and unfold in the summer camp, which testifies to
the Bashkirs’ way of life in the old days.

Thus, in such legends and stories as “Auezbika”, “Altyeses” or the
epic “Akhak-kola” and others, motives associated with the economic
life of the Bashkirs in the past, with the semi-nomadic way of life,
were artistically depicted. This can also be gleaned from the essays
of 19th century Russian writers who studied the culture and life of the
Bashkirs theme.

SYNTASLAR, NOGAI TOMBSTONES: HISTORY IN STONE

Abstract. Nomads leave few material monuments, as they usually
do not build cities or permanent structures. Often the only evidence
of the past of nomads are ancient cemeteries. Nogai people from
ancient times put on the grave of the deceased along with the head
pillar — basgazyq, also a tombstone — syntas, on which important
information for the nomad was placed. Often the syntas contained
only the ancestral tamga of the deceased. A person who found himself
near a cemetery saw the prevailing tamga and recognized which clan
was nomadic in this territory. In principle, cemeteries marked the entire
nomadic territory of a clan or group of clans (kiip). Today, thanks to the
preserved syntas, we can approximately reconstruct these territories.
Later, with the transition to a semi-nomadic way of life, the Nogai
people began to put more informative syntas, which contained the year
of death of the deceased, the names of the deceased and his (her)
father, and along with the tamga also the name of the clan. Thanks
to the appearance of such, more detailed syntas, we already have an
idea of common names, as well as the binding of tamgas and clans for
different periods (they could change). In addition, the origin of the clan
names is also clarified. For example, the clan Qoiasyl, whose name
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was derived from two words: qgoi (sheep) + asyl (pedigree), actually
came from Qoias (the name of person) + awyli (aul of Qoias, the kin of
Qoias). On ancient Nogai syntas, the names of clans are often written
in Arabic using the word “qaryat” (village, aul). Thus, the suntas are
the history of the Nogai people imprinted in stone.
